Materials Needed:

· 1 Composition Notebook

· Pencils (Often times, students need to repurchase throughout the year)

· Tissues (Boxes to be donated to the classroom)

· 1 Five Subject Notebook 

· 1 Folder

School supplies must be with each student on the second day of school!

Policies you need to be aware of:

Classwork and Homework:


All work must be completed in pencil.  Assignments are expected to be complete, neat and organized.  Students must show their work as proof of the solution.  All assignments require the proper heading on the top of the paper (Left hand corner: Full name, Center: Assignment – title/pg and problem set, Right Corner: date and class period.)  A student will receive full credit for homework assignment if all problems are completed and appropriate work is shown in an organized manner.  


Students will be responsible for copying their assignments accurately in their agenda books from the white board.  Homework assignments cannot be made up unless the student was absent.  Extenuating circumstances (family emergencies) will be considered, and should be emailed to me as soon as possible.  If email is unavailable, a signed note with the student is acceptable.  Personal Activities (sporting events, banquets, concerts, forgetting, losing, or leaving it at home) are usually not considered extenuating.

I WILL NOT UNDERSTAND OR IDK are unacceptable answers.  Students must try every problem to receive credit for their homework.

Absences:

Absent students have five days from their return to class to make up missed work.  Missed work includes classwork, homework, tests, notes, and warm ups.  Students will need to copy another student’s notes and collect missing worksheets from the bulletin board.  All make up work must be turned into the appropriate tray before the 5 days are up with “absent” written on the top.

Classroom Rules:

The most important thing to remember is to be prepared and treat everyone the way you want to be treated.  

1. Raise your hand to be recognized and speak respectfully to EVERYONE.

2. Eating, drinking (non-water) and chewing gum are not allowed.  Bottled water will be acceptable in the classroom.

5. Come prepared to class everyday with your notebooks, pencil, and homework and any other requested material.
